Discussion
The items requiring a vote for GCSCA:
Article VII A.2.0 Saddlelite’s proposal to review classes that don’t meet requirements every three years instead of every year- Haycreek ( Declined)

The following things were brought up by CFRRSC and discussed by Haycreek with a discussion-

1. Change existing Snaffle bit to 2-4 to 2-3 (Declined)

2.Officer positions to be distributed evenly with no more than on officer position to be held by each club.  (Decline) 

3. The duties of the BOD positions should be evenly distributed with no more than one BOD position held by one club (Decline)

4.The GCSCA secretary minutes must be distributed to all delegates within 7 days of the meeting (Declined)

5.Revote on SCRSC fit in GCSCA- Non issue, they were already approved.

6. Any saddle club interested in joining the association must first enter GCSCA under a one show season probationary period in which they can have one show listed in the annual book at no charge, but would not qualifyfor GCSCA points. They must also provide a delegate who will have no voting power for the first year, but will attend the monthly GCSCA meeting to provide and receive information. Then after a show season the clubs will vote to make them a permanent GCSCA club ( Decline)

7. The GCSCA show season will run from June 1st through August 31st of each year. All GCSCA shows must fall within this time period. (Declined) 

8. NSF issue- use Haycreek’s verbiage

9. A person can only run for one office in a year, If there are other members available & interested in the positions. In other words, if no else is interested then a member could be nominated and hold more than one position. ( Declined)

Trail Riding Program: whatever the GCSCA delegate and sub- committee decide is ok with Haycreek.

Minnesota Horse Expo: Hay Creek has voiced interest, but will wait to see if there are enough other clubs to participate.

The use of GCSCA name for charitable fund raising- legally we cannot- we would be in jeopardy of losing our non-profit status. See attached information from Lisa Laing__
